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EDFacts and the CRDC
 What is EDFacts?
EDFacts is a centralized system used by state education agencies to report K-12 data to the U.S. Department of Education for the purposes of federal reporting. States submit aggregate data at the school, LEA (district), and state levels.
How Does EDFacts relate to the CRDC?
The Office for Civil Rights uses EDFacts data in two ways:
1. For some data quality checks, the Department may use data from EDFacts to trigger [image: ]to flag CRDC responses for your review. 
· These [image: ] do not indicate your data is invalid, but serve as suggestions to:
· Review for possible human error.
· Double-check records.
· No data adjustments are required, your data can be left as-is and you may certify your submission with errors present. EDFacts data typically reflects enrollment on or about October 1.  For school districts that choose an alternative count date for CRDC purposes, enrollment counts may be different and still correct.  
· An optional comment box can be used to:
· Help the Department gather Information about the differences in reported values. 
· Provide peace of mind if you have concerns with [image: ] but your data is accurate.
2. The CRDC will import data submitted by states through EDFacts on the count of IDEA students by disability category and educational environment rather than asking LEAs to submit it in the CRDC. LEAs must still certify that the data submitted via EDFacts is accurate.
