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Guiding Questions
Throughout the CRDC, there are questions requiring a yes/no response that are considered "guiding questions".   A "no" answer to a guiding question lets the system know that additional questions on that topic do not apply.  The CRDC will skip these questions for you and populate these questions with ‘NA’ (not applicable).
For example, is a school indicates that no students are enrolled in Advanced Placement (AP) Math, then the system will skip over the question asking for counts of students in AP Mathematics based on demographic subgroups.
Warnings for Skipped Fields 
The intent of implementing the skip and automatic zero logic in the CRDC Submission System is to relieve some of the burden on respondents of ensuring that their reported data is logically consistent within a given form. Attempts to change default NA values for skipped fields without first changing the value of the guiding question that originally caused them to be set will result in notification to the respondent. This takes the form of a Warning for attempts to change skipped values to a value other than ‘NA’.  These warnings are intended to flag the response for your review, but no action needs to be taken to move forward to certification. 
This logic operates regardless of whether data is being reported through the Online Data Entry screens or through Flat File Submission uploads, or through a combination of the two. The primary difference in the user experience is that while those using Online Data Entry will be immediately alerted through real-time feedback whenever they attempt to change default values of ‘NA’, those reporting using Flat File Submissions may not be aware they have conflicts until they see Errors or Warnings in a downloaded or Web-viewable error report.

Example Skip Logic Warning
The following example is for a  middle school reporting “yes” that students enrolled in grade 7 and 8,  and “no” for all other grade level including ungraded. 
[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ][image: ][image: ]As the response for the Ungraded field is ‘No’, if the respondent selects the ‘Save & Go To Next table’ button, the system will skip over table SCHR-2: Ungraded Detail entirely, taking the user to the next table, SCHR-3: School Characteristics. However, if the respondent chooses to go to table SCHR-2 anyway using module navigation, all fields will be filled in with the default ‘NA’ value as shown here:

If the respondent even starts to select a different response for any of these fields, a text box reminding them that it is Skipped will pop up.

[image: ]If the respondent nevertheless chooses to enter a different value, it will result in a Warning icon for that field, highlighted by the orange triangle.

[image: ]Selecting the Warning icon and expanding the resulting Warning message will provide the respondent with an explanation of why the field is skipped, why this results in a warning when you change the value, and what will happen to the changed value of the data field here if the indicator field (Ungraded in SCHR-1) is not edited so the field is no longer skipped prior to certification.

No action needs to be taken by the user to progress towards certification.  The warning is intended only to flag an inconsistent responses for your review.
